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DAYDREAMS OF A PASTOR… 

Baptism of Our Lord 
The Baptism of Jesus is the official 
revelation of Jesus as the Son of God 
to the world by God the Father.  At the 
Baptism of Jesus, the Father shows 
Jesus as His Son to the nations. With 
this feast of the baptism of Jesus, the 
Christmas season comes to an end.  

Jesus’ baptism marks the beginning of his mission and 
public ministry. By this event of baptism, Jesus is 
consecrated and commissioned by the Father, 
empowered and anointed by the Spirit who descends 
on him in the form of a dove. His baptism by John was 
a very important event in the life of Jesus.  
 
Jesus received the baptism of repentance to identify 
himself with his people who realized for the first time 
that they were sinners. It was a moment of conviction 
about His identity and mission: that He is the Son of 
God and that His mission was to preach the Good 
News of God’s love and salvation and to atone for our 
sins by becoming the “suffering servant.”  
 
At baptism the Holy Spirit equipped Jesus by 
descending on him in the form of dove, giving him the 
power of preaching and healing. This was a moment of 
decision to begin public ministry at the most opportune 
time after receiving the approval of his Heavenly Father 
as His beloved Son. 
 
Dear Friends, the baptism of Jesus reminds us of our 
identity. It reminds us of who we are and whose we are. 
By Baptism we become sons and daughters of God, 
brothers and sisters of Jesus, members of his Church, 
heirs of heaven and temples of the Holy Spirit.   
 
Jesus’ baptism reminds us also of our mission to 
experience the presence of God within us, to 
acknowledge our own dignity as God’s children, to live 
as the children of God in thought, word and action, to 
lead a holy and transparent Christian life and not to 
desecrate our bodies, to accept both the good and the 
bad experiences of life as the gifts of a loving Heavenly 
Father for our growth in holiness; and finally to grow 
daily in intimacy with God. 
 
The baptism of Jesus calls to mind our own baptism. 
Like Jesus we too are consecrated and commissioned; 
we too are anointed and empowered by the Spirit; we 
too become children of God. Let us be reminded that it 
is a day to thank God for the graces we have received 
in Baptism, and to renew our Baptismal promises.

First Reading: Isaiah 42:1-4, 6-7 
This reading is a brief passage from the Songs of 
the Suffering Servant. The Servant will establish 
justice on the earth and open the eyes of those who 
live in darkness. 
  
Second Reading: Acts 10:34-38 
In this reading, Peter gives his first sermon to 
pagans. Asked by a Roman centurian to preach the 
Gospel to his household, Peter is initially astounded 
by the request, but after a dream, Peter preaches 
and baptizes the entire household. 
  
Gospel: Matthew 3:13-17 
After initially protesting his unworthiness, John 
baptizes Jesus. After the baptism, the Spirit of God 
descended upon Jesus and a voice said, “This is 
my beloved Son. My favor rests on him.”
