Father Rene L. 
Parent, M.S., 76, a 
Missionary of Our 
Lady of La Salette, 
died on Sunday, 
June 21, 2026, at 
our La Salette 
House in Hartford.  
He was born on 
July 2, 1949, in 
Holyoke, 
Massachusetts.   

His parents were 
the late Lionel and Doris (Bouthillier) Parent.  
After attending grammar school in Holyoke, he 
attended high school at the La Salette Seminary 
in Cheshire, CT, and Junior College at the La 
Salette Seminary in Altamont, NY.  He attended 
Merrimack College in N. Andover, MA; and 
Washington Theological Coalition in Washington, 
DC.  Father made his First Vows on July 2, 1970, 
at Our Lady of Sorrows Parish in Hartford, CT; 
and his Perpetual Vows on February 16, 1975, at 
the O.S.F.S. House of Studies in Washington, 
DC.  He was ordained to the priesthood on May 
15, 1976, at the La Salette Seminary in Ipswich, 
MA. 

His first assignment was to Our Lady of Sorrows 
Parish in Hartford, CT as Assistant Pastor.  From 
there, he became the Assistant Pastor of Holy 
Trinity in Westfield, MA. In 1984, Father was the 
Associate Pastor of St. James Parish in 
Danielson, CT.  He then ministered at Our Lady 
of Sorrows Parish in Hartford, CT from 1988 to 
1996.  He went on to become the Co-Pastor of 
St. Mary Parish in Jewett City, CT.  From 2001 to 
2022, Father Rene served God’s people in 
Holyoke, MA and Westfield, MA.  In 2023, he 
was assigned as Parochial Vicar of St. James 
Parish in Danielson, CT. For the past one month 
he was seriously ill and required more care. He 
was moved to the Missionaries of La Salette 
House in Hartford on June 12, 2026. 
   

Father Rene was a very organized person, very 
easy to work with and a very quiet and gentle 
soul who was much loved by the parishioners in 
the churches in which he ministered.  As well as 
caring for his spiritual flock, he also helped his 
brother who had special needs, making sure he 
was well cared for. His favorite pastime was 
golfing. 
 
It was a dream come true for Fr. Rene to visit La 
Salette in September 2025 in preparation for his 
Golden Jubilee. He also visited Rome and 
concelebrated with Pope Leo XIV at the Holy 
Mass in St. Peter’s Square for the Jubilee of 
Marian Spirituality on October 12, 2025.  

It is always difficult to say goodbye to someone 
we love and cherish. But we believe in the hope 
that he is in the hands of God. He is not alone; 
we are with him in prayer.  

Let us remember the words of Our Lord “Do not 
let your hearts be troubled. Have faith in God and 
faith in me… I shall come back to take you with 
me, that where I am, you also may be. You know 
the way that leads to where I go.” We pray for Fr. 
Rene that he may complete the journey to 
heaven. Say with faith, Fr. Rene, you belong to 
Christ… 

In addition to his La Salette Community, Father 
Parent is survived by his cousin, Bruce Parent of 
CT.  He was predeceased by his brother, Paul 
Parent and his aunt, Beverly (Haas) Parent. 
 
A Mass of Christian Burial was celebrated on 
Thursday, June 25, 2026, at St. James Church 
and interment at Notre Dame Cemetery in S. 
Hadley, MA.
